ANALYSIS

The two (2) Medtec Ambulances are recommended to be purchased pursuant to Florida
State Contract No. 08-08-0909.

The two (2) Medtec Ambulances are approved budgeted replacements in fiscal year 09/10,
and will be funded by the Fleet Management Capital Replacement Account No. 510-1780-
000673.

s The Fire Department maintains a fleet of nine Rescue Vehicles to provide for six
front line units and three reserve units at all times. The reserve units are used when
Preventative Maintenance and/or emergency repairs are being performed on the
front line units and when special events/emergency staffing is necessary (i.e.
hurricanes, spring breaks, Memorial Day, etc.).

e The new units will have specialized compartment for refrigeration units to meet the
County wide medical protocols on post resuscitation hypothermic treatment, as well
as the State requirements for Advanced Cardiac Life Support certification.

e The continual breakdown of the older vehicles have required the Fire Departmentto
borrow rescue units from neighboring departments during special events. The
newer model rescue units will have less maintenance and downtime.
