1. DISCUSSION REGARDING AN AMENDMENT TO THE FLAMINGO PARK MASTER PLAN
RELATIVE TO THE TENNIS CENTER FACILITY.

Hilda M. Fernandez, Assistant City Manager, reviewed the history of this discussion and the
options now presented to the committee.

Vice-Mayor Libbin asked if there is an opportunity to have five hard courts at Polo Park for the
benefit of Beach High. Kevin Smith, Parks and Recreation Department Director explained that
two of the handball courts would have to be demolished in order to build the fifth tennis court,
and there is no lighting there. Vice-Mayor Libbin suggested lighting to be installed with a timer
that would limit the hours of use to 8:30pm as he does not believe the neighboring residents
would have a problem if the hours are limited.

Commissioner Wolfson asked what the cost would be to do the work at Polo Park. Ms.
Fernandez stated that staff would need to review this.

Vice-Mayor Libbin asked if the decision is in the Commission’s hands to decide to exceed into
the green space in Flamingo Park oris it the decision of the Historic Preservation Board (HPB).

Jose Smith, City Attomey, explained that the only time the commission has any jurisdiction to
overrule the decision of the HPB is with respect to certificates of demolition, which this is not.

Commissioner Tobin stated that he would like to explore the Polo Park option; however, he
-pelieves that when the lighting is introduced it will not go over for some of the residents in the
neighborhood.
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
