SECTION 5. The City of Miami Beach Code Chapter 142 Zoning Districts
and Regulations, Division 4 Alcoholic Beverages, is hereby amended as follows:

Sec. 142-1301. Permitted districts.

Vendors may be permitted to sell or distribute alcoholic beverages, either for
consumption on or off the premises only in the following zoning districts:
(1) RM-2 multiple-family, medium intensity.

(2)  RM-3 muitiple-family, high intensity.

(3) CD-1 commercial, low intensity.

(4) CD-2 commercial, medium intensity.

(6) CD-3 commercial, high intensity.

(6) CCC convention center district.

(7) HD hospital district.

(8)  I-1 industrial, light.

(9) MR marine recreational.

(10) MXE mixed use entertainment.

(18) C-PS3 commercial intensive mixed use.

(19) C-PS4 commercial intensive phased bayside.

(20) RM-PS1 residential limited mixed-use development.
(21) TC-1 North Beach Town Center core

(22) TC-2 North Beach Town Center mixed-use

(23) TC-3 North Beach Town Center residential/office

Sec. 142-1302. Permitted main and accessory uses.

Vendors shall be permitted to sell alcoholic beverages within the zoning districts
listed in section 142-1301 if such district permits as a permitted main use or
accessory use one of the following: Restaurant, bar, alcoholic beverage
establishment, outdoor cafe, private club, or golf clubhouse pursuant to the following
standards:

(1)  Permitted main uses.
a. Restaurants, alcoholic beverage establishments, and private clubs
shall be permitted to sell alcoholic beverages for consumption on the
premises based upon the following; when beer and wine are served a

minimum of 30 seats shall be provided; and when, beer, wine and
liguor are served, a minimum of 60 seats shall be provided.

b. Outdoor cafes, when visible from or facing a public street, shall have a

minimum of 20 seats in order to be permitted to sell alcoholic
beverages for consumption on the premises.

C. Outdoor cafes, when not visible from or on a public street, alley, or
way, shall have no minimum seating requirement and shall be
permitted to sell alcoholic beverages only for consumption on the
premises.

d. Golf clubhouse; when located on a golf course, the sale of alcoholic
beverages is permitted only for consumption on the premises.

Accessory uses. Hotels, apartment-hotels, or apartments, or any mixed use
having a minimum of 100 apartment units or a minimum of 100 hotel units or
which are located in the MXE district shall be permitted to have accessory
uses which sell alcoholic beverages pursuant to the following minimum
standards:

a. Bars, alcoholic beverage establishments, restaurants, or private clubs
which have a minimum of 40 seats shall be permitted to sell alcoholic
beverages for consumption on or off the premises.

b. Outdoor cafes when visible from a public street which have a minimum
of 20 seats are permitted to sell alcoholic beverages for consumption
only on the premises.

C. Outdoor cafes when not visible from a public street, alley, or way, shall
have no minimum seating requirement and shall be permitted to sell
alcoholic beverages only for consumption on the premises.

d. Golf clubhouse; when located on a golf course, the sale of alcoholic
beverages is permitted only for consumption on the premises.

Accessory uses which sell alcoholic beverages in the TC-1, TC-2, and TC-3

district shall be governed by the district use regulations in Sec. 142-746.

ORDINANCE NO.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE
CITY OF MIAMI BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE OFFICIAL
ZONING DISTRICT MAP, REFERENCED IN SECTION 142-72 OF
THE CITY CODE, BY CHANGING THE ZONING DISTRICT
CLASSIFICATIONS FOR THE NORTH BEACH TOWN CENTER
FROM CD-3, “COMMERCIAL, HIGH INTENSITY” TO TC-1, “TOWN
CENTER CORE”; FROM CD-2, “COMMERCIAL, MEDIUM
INTENSITY” TO TC-2, “TOWN CENTER MIXED USE”; AND FROM
RM-1, “RESIDENTIAL MULTIFAMILY, LOW INTENSITY” TO TC-3,
“TOWN CENTER RESIDENTIAL OFFICE” AND TC-3(C) “TOWN
CENTER CONDITIONAL NEIGHBORHOOD COMMERCIAL”; AND
AMENDING THE AFFECTED PORTION OF THE CITY’S OFFICIAL
ZONING DISTRICT MAP TO CORRESPOND WITH THESE
CHANGES; PROVIDING FOR REPEALER; SEVERABILITY; AND
AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Miami Beach Mayor and City Commission adopted the North
Beach Town Center Plan by Resolution No. 2007-266600 on July 11, 2007 in order to
provide comprehensive guidance for private and public sector initiatives toward
redevelopment and revitalization in the area bounded by 73 Street, the Atlantic Ocean,
69 Street, and Indian Creek Waterway; and

WHEREAS, the North Beach Town Center Development Code is proposed to
update the zoning and future land use regulations to be consistent with the long-term
vision set forth in the North Beach Town Center Plan; therefore, new districts are
proposed to be added to Chapter 142, to be known as “TC North Beach Town Center
Districts”; and

WHEREAS, the TC North Beach Town Center Districts are intended to:

1. Promote development of a compact, pedestrian-oriented town center
consisting of a high-intensity employment center, vibrant and dynamic mixed-
use areas, and attractive residential living environments with compatible office
uses and neighborhood-oriented commercial services.

2. Promote a diverse mix of residential, business, commercial, office,
institutional, educational, and cultural and entertainment activities for workers,
visitors and residents.

3. Encourage pedestrian-oriented development within walking distance of

transit opportunities at densities and intensities that will help to support transit
usage and town center businesses.

WHEREAS, the TC-1 district is intended to encourage and enhance the high- -
intensity commercial employment center function of the Town Center’s core area and its
regulations are intended to support the Town Center's role as the hub of community-
wide importance for business, office, retail, governmental services, culture and
entertainment while also accommodating mixed-use and residential projects as
important components of the area’s vitality; and

WHEREAS, the TC-2 district is intended to support medium intensity mixed-
use (residential/nonresidential) projects with active retail ground floor uses; and

WHEREAS, the TC-3 district is intended to accommodate low density multi-
family residential development and low intensity office and tourist lodging uses, and also
accommodating small-scale ground floor neighborhood commercial uses that are
compatible with the residential character of the TC-3 district in certain areas designated
as TC-3(c) on the zoning map.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY
COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF MIAMI BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENTS OF ZONING DISTRICTS AND ZONING MAP OF MIAMI
BEACH CITY CODE. \

That the Mayor and City Commission hereby amend the Zoning Districts and Zoning
District Map of the City of Miami Beach referenced in Section 142-72 of the City Code,
by changing the Zoning District Classifications for the North Beach Town Center from
CD-3, “Commercial, High Intensity” to TC-1, “Town Center Core”; from CD-2,
“‘Commercial, Medium Intensity” to TC-2, “Town Center Mixed Use”; and from RM-1,
“Residential Multifamily, Low Intensity” to TC-3, “Town Center Residential Office” and
TC-3(c) “Town Center Conditional Neighborhood Commercial’, and amending the
affected portion of the City’s official zoning district map to correspond with these
changes.

Town Center Residential Office (TC-3)

bicycle and transit oriented residential environment. Office and tourist lodging facilities are
intended to provide a variety of employment opportunities to support the local economy
and to reduce the need for long distance home to work vehicle trips. Neighborhood
oriented retail and service uses are intended to provide opportunities for small business
development and to enliven the pedestrian environment.

(1) Flat wall, projecting or other building signs, which exceed the number and overall square footage
permitted under section 138-172, may be permitted, subject to the issuance of a Certificate of
Appropriateness from the historic preservation board.

BACKGROUND

In 2001, the City Commission established Section 138-173 of the City Code, which created
the Lincoln Road Signage District. The district includes those properties fronting on Lincoln
Road between Collins and Washington Avenues, most of which have very large, blank
facades that were designed to accommodate large, graphic signage.  Historic
documentation from the 1940's and 1950's shows large, well designed graphic signs which
established the previous “bright” character of this stretch of Lincoln Road. During its
heyday, this particular section of Lincoln Road exuded excitement, activity and a special
sense of place.

ANALYSIS

The creation of the Lincoln Road Signage District was first proposed by the Historic
Preservation Board in order to encourage and allow for the re-introduction of this “bright”
character of Lincoln Road through “architectural” signage which has an historic precedent.
The signage district was not intended to allow general advertising or create a mirror image
of Times Square in New York City, as Miami Beach has its own unique architectural and
urban fabric. It was envisioned that through the Historic Preservation Board approval
process, new signage would be of a high quality and would re-establish an historical
architectural identity.

One of the specific requirements of the signage district was the mandatory rehabilitation
and restoration of the structures where new signage is proposed. This particular
requirement has resulted in the detailed renovation and restoration of three (3) historic
structures that fall within the signage district.

During the approval process for the signage district in late 2000 and early 2001, property
owners and representatives of property owners on the 200 and 300 block of Lincoin Road
appeared before the Lincoln Road Marketing Council to express their strong support for
the proposed Ordinance. In light of these viewpoints, the Lincoln Road Marketing Council
adopted a Resolution to support the creation of the Lincoln Road Signage District. As part
of this Resolution, the Lincoln Road Marketing Council recommended that the proposed
sighage be permitted to wrap those portions of buildings on Collins Avenue and

Washington Avenue which also have frontage on Lincoln Road.

Since the creation of the signage district, the size and quality of the signs that have been
approved, in some ways, have not adequately addressed the signage criteria. In this
regard, some of the signs are slightly out of scale and do not appropriately address the
built context of the immediate streetscape. In order to address these design and
appropriateness issues, and to ensure that future signs are more consistent with the
historic signs from the 1940’s and 1950’s, revisions to the Lincoln Road Sign District have
been drafted.

The proposed ordinance would set specific, quantifiable limits on the overall size of the
signage, as well as place limits on certain types of signage text. Additionally, more
emphasis will be placed on addressing the historic context of the district, as well as the
architectural design of the proposed signs.

On July 19, 2010, Planning Department staff attended the VCA Lincoin Road
Beautification Sub-Committee Meeting, and presented a summary of the changes in the
proposed ordinance. The VCA was supportive of the changes proposed in the draft
ordinance.

The administration is confident that the proposed ordinance will address the problems that
have been identified with certain signs recently approved within the sign district, and
should result in future signage that is more in scale and appropriate to the 200 and 300
blocks of Lincoin Road.

CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The Administration recommends that the proposed modifications to Section 138-173 of
the City Code be transmitted to the Planning Board for consideration as an Ordinance
Amendment.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE
CITY OF MIAMI BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE LAND
DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF
MIAMI BEACH, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 138, ENTITLED "SIGNS",
BY AMENDING ARTICLE V, ENTITLED “SIGN REGULATIONS BY
DISTRICT”, BY AMENDING SECTION 138-173 TO MODIFY THE
REQUIREMENTS FOR THE LINCOLN ROAD SIGNAGE DISTRICT;
PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION IN THE CITY CODE; PROVIDING FOR
REPEALER, SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Miami Beach endeavors to recall its unique social and
architectural history, as well as further the dynamic character and attraction of Lincoin
Road through the use of signage; and

WHEREAS, the City of Miami Beach desires to amend existing requirements and
procedures for approving signage in historic districts; and

WHEREAS, the creation of a Lincoln Road Signage District was for the purpose
of promoting the creation of unique, artistic and well designed graphic signage; and

WHEREAS, the City of Miami Beach Historic Preservation Board is the primary
vehicle for assuring this artistic and design integrity; and

WHEREAS, the amendments set forth below are necessary to accomplish all of
the above objectives.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY
COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF MIAMI BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1. That Chapter 138, Article V, entitled "Sign Regulations by Districts", of the
Land Development Regulations of the Code of the City of Miami Beach, Florida is
hereby amended as follows:

Section 138-173. Lincoln Road Signage District

(a) Purpose. The purpose of this section is to facilitate the substantial restoration of
existing storefronts, facades and buildings, in accordance with the criteria and
requirements of article X of these land development regulations, and to permit well
designed, unique and proportional graphics and signage, which is consistent with
the historic period of significance and which do not detract from the architectural
character of the buildings, nor the established context of the surrounding
streetscape. Additionally, this section is not intended to allow larger signs that do not
adequately address the architectural and historic character of graphic signage that
previously existed on Lincoln Road.

(b) For those properties fronting on Lincoln Road, and located in between the west side
of Collins Avenue and the east side of Washington Avenue, the following shall
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apply:

(1) Flat wall, projecting or other building signs, which exceed the number and overall
square footage permitted under section 138-172, may be permitted, subject to the
issuance of a Certificate of Appropriateness from the historic preservation board.

The total-square—footage,—quantity; placement, design and illumination of such
signage shall be at-the-diseretion subject to the review and approval of the historic

preservatlon board, in accordance with the following: and-may-include-but-shall-net

a. A proportlonal relatlonshlp of text and graphlcs shall be required. AH qraphlcs

must relate to the proposed use of the store for which the sign is proposed.

b. The total square footage of permitted signage, inclusive of non-text graphics,
shall not exceed 35% of the building facade area. For purposes of this section, the
building facade area shall be defined as the area located above the storefront and
below the top of the parapet, in between the physical confines of a specific tenant
space.

c. _The text portion of the sign shall be limited to the name of the establishment and
a related services(s) only. Signage text not associated with the actual use, or
incidental signage text, shall not be permitted.

d. The text portion of the sign(s) shall be limited to no more than one (1) per
storefront. For corner properties, the text portion of the sign(s) shall be limited to no
more than one (1) per street front.

e. For those facades facing a residential or hotel use, only back-lit signage shall be
permitted.

(2) In evaluating signage applications for a Certificate of Appropriateness, the
historic preservation board shall consider the following:

a. The quality of materials utilized for the sign and their appropriateness to the
architecture as well as the historic and design integrity of the structure.

b. The overall design, graphics and artistry associated with a proposed sign and its
relationship to the historic and design integrity of the structure.

¢. The design detail, animation and non-text graphics proposed for the proposed
sign(s).

d. The illumination, surface colors and finishes, width, depth, and overall
dimensions of the proposed sign(s).

e. Original, historic signage associated with the building and/or property.

(3) The historic preservation board may, at its discretion, place restrictions on the
hours of operation for any sign approved under this subsection.

(4) Signage must relate to the specific occupant(s) of the property.

(5) Prior to the issuance of a building permit for any signage approved under this
section, tFhe historic preservation board—at-its-discretion,—may-require-partial or the
planning director, or designee, shall review and approve the substantial -
rehabilitation or restoration of a facade or storefront where new signage under this
section is proposed. Such rehabilitation or restoration shall be substantially
completed, prior to the actual installation of any signage approved under this
section.

SECTION 2. CODIFICATION.



It is the intention of the Mayor and City Commission of the City of Miami Beach,
and it is hereby ordained that the provisions of this ordinance shall become and be
made part of the Code of the City of Miami Beach, Florida. The sections of this
ordinance may be renumbered or relettered to accomplish such intention, and the word
“ordinance” may be changed to “section”, “article”, or other appropriate word.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith be and the same are

hereby repealed.

SECTION 4. SEVERABILITY.

BACKGROUND

On September 24, 2009, the City Commission approved amendments to Chapter 110 of the
Miami Beach City Code entitled “Utilities”, creating Section 110-170, entitled “Submetering”. The
new section reads as follows:

(a) The provision of this section shall be applicable to any water sold, and delivered
through separate meters measuring water delivered and consumed solely for swimming pools,
lawn sprinkler systems, and cooling towers and not requiring the use of sanitary sewer system
facilities of the city. Every submeter installed by the owner of the property shall be at the
owner’'s expense and based upon the size of the service pipe required. The submeter shall be
purchased, installed and maintained in accordance with the policies and procedures of the
Public Works Department. The submeter is to register only that portion of potable water that
does not enter the city’s sanitary sewer system. Submeters that are to be installed only for the
purpose of measuring water delivered and consumed solely for swimming pools, lawn sprinkler
systems, and cooling towers shall be subject to an installation inspection service charge as
specified in Appendix A.

(b) It shall be unlawful to tamper with a submeter installation. Tampering will result in the
discontinuance of service.

After the approval of the amended ordinance, the Public Works Department developed
implementation policy and procedures which allow the installation of the submeter at the
property line for irrigation systems and swimming pools. This set up allows the City to read and
have better management of the meters at the same time that the primary water meter is read.

Because cooling towers are normally on top of buildings and/or structures, the Public Works
policy and procedures allows the installation of a cooling tower submeter near the cooling tower
and not on the property line as required for irrigation and swimming pool submeters.

Mr. Michael Lefkowitz has requested a change in the Public Works policy and procedures that
would allow the installation of swimming pool submeters in a location other than the property
line.

ANALYSIS

Currently, Section 142-692 of the City Code contains a list of uses permitied in each
district within the PS Performance Standards districts, the area located from Sixth Street
south to South Pointe, and which is analogous to the previously existing redevelopment
area. As such, although commercial uses are permitted within the Commercial districts
such as CPS-2, the section contains the prohibition that car washes, filling stations and
any use that sells gasoline, automobiles or auto repair are considered as industrial uses
and are not permitted in the redevelopment area. Last year the Commission reviewed
this section of the Code during a discussion on electric car vehicle sales.

While there has been strong demand for car wash services within the City, these are
limited to the Urban Light Industrial I-1 district in Sunset Harbour, and as accessory uses
to existing gas stations when part of a renovation including the provision of a generator.
However, while completely enclosed commercial car washes could also be potentially
permitted in other Commercial zoning districts if completely enclosed and not outwardly
apparent as an automobile related use, in the case of Fifth Street, even that possibility
does not exist, as the blanket prohibition on car washes contained in the section quoted
above makes clear.

A proposed amendment to the code has been proposed, whereby car wash service
would be allowed within parking structures in this zone. Planning Department staff
suggests that the ordinance be written without reference to a specific property or
shopping center, but simply permit car wash services within parking garage structures in
the CPS-2 district, when such services are completely contained within the garage and
not visible from the street or public right-of-way (see attached suggested ordinance
language). These types of accessory car washes are common in other areas of South
Florida and should not cause disruption to neighboring properties if contained properly.

RECOMMENDATION

The Administration recommends that the Land Use and Development Committee refer
the proposed ordinance to the Planning Board for review and comment, prior to it being
brought to the City Commission.

(b)  For purposes of this section, a car wash, filling station and any use that sells
gasoline, automobiles or automotive or related repair uses are considered as industrial
uses and are not permitted in the redevelopment area. However, notwithstanding the
foregoing, within the CPS-2 zoning district, low impact car washing and auto detailing is
permitted when located completely contained within a parking garage structure, and are
not visible from the street or public right-of-way.
